Current Event Journals due by EVERY Thursday
Each week students will turn in current event journals (CEJs).  They should be about the Kentucky area, the US, and/or the world.  They can be from a variety of sources: magazines, newspapers, or internet sites.  Students should read the article and then write a CEJ.  
Each CEJ should include:

1. name of the article (punctuated correctly with “quotation marks”)

2. source of the article

3. central idea

4. 3 key facts explained
5. why the article matters OR historical impact OR historical connection
6. Extra credit: How this connects to something you are learning in school OR how this event would be different if it occurred at another time or place

Hints to help:
1. Each entry should be in complete sentences.

2. Do not rewrite the article.  Being concise is a skill, learn it.

3. Everything must be in your OWN words.

4. Plagiarism= ZERO

5. If you quote use “quotation marks”

6. No sports, fashion, celebrity, music, movie, or tv news

7. Do not try to resubmit ones from previous weeks=ZERO

8. As always your name and class number go in the upper left hand corner.

9. No late work accepted.


Example One.
1.  “Gas prices up 12 cents in 2 weeks”

2.  Cnn.com

3.  This article is about how there was a very high speed up in the gas price, and how this is ridiculous on it might be $ 4.00 by summer.

4.  “The average price of a gallon of self-serve regular is now $3.81, the Lundberg Survey found.”  It was less of a jump than the previous two weeks, when the price climbed 18 cents.  Gas prices will likely peak soon because there is more supply than demand.

5.  It is important because if it does continue to rise, I don’t get to do as much I get to now and it hurts the economy transported food prices will go up.

6.  School will be more expensive to get to and taxes will be going up to pay for it.  This will make books will more expensive to ship, and make their price increase.  Then there will be fewer books in school.  This shows economics at work and the effect of one price increase on other items.

It does say that that kind of salary is not typical but possible.  All of these jobs require training and experience to land this kind of salary.

5. It is important to know because college isn’t the only path that will lead to a career, and it shows that hard work can pay off in any field.

6. In school we complete surveys online to help us choose careers that fit our interests.  It is nice to know that even if it doesn’t say doctor is a fit for me that I can choose a job and make bank.
